You
will receive a salary from day one. Your
apprenticeship will last up to four years. Your
first year will be spent in our engineering
training centre here in Gloucester.

Which qualifications will you
need?
A minimum of 5 GCSE’s at grades A — C

including Mathematics, English and Science, or
Grades 4 — 9 (under the new grading structure).
